The project must be submitted via the web addresses specified at www.conicyt.cl/educación  Certification of the proposal electronic reception may be delivered within 5 days from the date of closing of the call for tenders at the Mail Office of CONICYT, at Bernarda Morín 551, Providencia, under the label “Primer Concurso Nacional para la Creación de Centros de Investigación Avanzada en Educación 2007”. 

Likewise, two originals of both printed versions of the application form (English and Spanish) together with a CD with both english and spanish files of the proposal and an introductory letter must be submitted, notwithstanding the sending via the above-stated web addresses. The submittal of the project must strictly abide by the instructions stated in this document and in the terms and conditions of the process.  The printed versions must be identical to those sent to the e-mail address listed at this tendering process' web site. 
Those projects that do not observe the terms and conditions or the instructions below shall be declared noncompliant and shall not be evaluated. 

The format for submitting the project is set forth in the respective form.  All documentation submitted must: 1) use the preset margins in the form, 2) use font Arial 11,  3) use single spacing between lines, and 4) respect the maximum length set for each section.
I. INTRODUCTION
This section must contain the following information
1. Name of the Center: If the center still has no definite name, you must choose one,  which must be original and to the extent possible currently existing names in the field of Education in Chile must be avoided in order to prevent confusion.  If there is a pre-established name, it must be stated in this form. 
2. Key words and Disciplines: State a minimum of 3 and a maximum of 5 key words related to the topic of the project that render possible to make direct reference to the same.  State the closest discipline(s) where this project is encompassed. The disciplines included in the list of disciplines of the OECD (visit www.conicyt.cl/educación) must be used. 
3. Name and Signature of the Director and Main Researchers: This section of the project must contain information on who main researchers of the research group are and their institution of origin, identifying among them the Director. The requested contact data of the Director must be included.  Please do not include here the associate researchers or other categories of participation. 
4. Manager of the Center: If any, his/her name and personal data must be stated in accordance with the form.

5. Sponsoring Institution: That with provides the physical space and support in infrastructure and services support to the group of researchers that submits the project  for the creation of a Center.  This institution is responsible before CONICYT for the compliance with the goals of this project and the formalization and activities del Center.

6. Associated Institutions: Those institutions that shall participate in the execution of the project by either providing contributions in personnel, fresh resources, infrastructure, equipment or other facilities.  They may also be entities with a contractual relationship with any participant/researcher in the project. 
7. Members of the Center's Council: It must be comprised of the Director of the Center and four experts in the field's Center.  The required information is that of the already individualized members.  This council shall be, in turn, evaluated and may be modified by consensus between CONICYT, the Director of the Center and main researchers and the participating institutions.
Is must be accompanied by the expressions of interest in participating in the capacity as members of the Council by those who are already identified (use the format for this purpose available on the web page of this tendering process).

      II. DESCRIPTION OF THE PROJECT

1) Format and page limit:
     
A brief and concise proposal will assist both CONICYT's personnel and the evaluators and commissions that will review the project. Consequently, the description of the project must not exceed 15 pages (in letter size paper with single spacing between lines) with font ARIAL 11 or any other font of equivalent size and form).  The Summary and any additional material: tables, charts, maps, surveys and other products related with the research and other activities of the project shall be annexed to these 15 pages. 
2)  Content:
2.1 SUMMARY  


The summary of the project for the creation of the Center, must have a maximum length of 2 letter size pages, printed in font ARIAL 11,  with simple spacing between lines and maintaining the margins set forth in the form.           

The background information on the basis of which the creation and operation of the Center is formulated must be mentioned in a summary way.  The goals and methods that will be used must also be enunciated in this summary. Explicit reference must be made of the broad impact expected as a result of the activities of research, training of human resources, national and international co-operation and dissemination and transfer of knowledge to those entities that may establish public policies and/or support the application.
This summary must be fit for publication on the CONICYT web site and to be read by prospective evaluators and researchers of the disciplines in the area as well as by other researchers in fields that are less related.

2.2  FORMULATION


Work Plan: 


The formulation of the proposal must state the general work plan for the creation and operation del Center, including the general objectives, specific  objectives, lines of research, goals and activities that will enable to achieve them, indicators, timing and expected impact of the Center of Advanced Research on Education, in the fields of training, research, innovation and transfer.


Research: The scientific problem to be solved must be described in both broad and specific terms as well as the lines of research to be addressed.  For each one of these lines of research the following must be included: the previous background information on the state of the art on the topic developed, the reasons to formulate the project in the frame of prior background, the hypotheses to be verified, the description of the specific goals for the proposed period, expected impact and the means for verification.  The enunciation of these objectives must also be made for mid- and long-term goals and current state of knowledge in the discipline or area. 

Also, the detailed description of the methods to be used to reach each specific goal must be included here. For those methods that are already known and developed in the respective disciplines, reference must be made only to the appropriate bibliography.  In the event any modifications to the established methods and/or the development of new methods are foreseen, this must be specified in detail in this item.  Any application or methodological development must be justified. 
Bibliographic References: The bibliographic material used to prepare this entire section of the project must be quoted.  To that effect, the researchers must use the customary rules of any publication in the area with an editorial committee.  Each reference must include the name of all of the authors, the title of the article and name of the publication, title of the book, volume number, number of pages and year of publication.


Training:

State the activities aimed at training advanced-level professionals in the field of education and other related disciplines, at the level of Master's, Doctorate and/or Post-doctorate and the impact resulting from these activities. 


National Cooperation: 


State the activities leading to establish interaction among institutions and/or national researchers of other areas whose participation in the execution of this project strengthens and increments its possibilities of success and compliance with the goals in addition to encouraging interdisciplinary and/or multidisciplinary aspects of the same.

International Cooperation:

Describe linkage and cooperation plans with international research institutions of excellence in advanced research on education.  In this section the activities of actual interaction of national researchers and international visiting scholars in connection with the research of the Center must be stated.  This, in order generate publishable results of international quality that may be used in the national educational environment. 

Dissemination and Disclosure:
State the activities aiming at the disclosure of the Center's activities to the relevant environment and towards the community external to this project's activities. 

Transfer and Linkage:

State how the actual transfer of knowledge, methodologies and/or good practices resulting from the activities and research of the Center shall be effected and what will be the strategy of linkage with the public institutions in charge of the design of public policies on Education, as well as with private institutions enabling the implementation of the same.
The Center's projected impact must be defined here, particularly that with regard to public policies on education, and to the production of knowledge, especially, that oriented to the solution of problems in the educational sector in the country.
The possible indicators of execution, implementation and process, as well as of results and impact for each one of the activities stated in the formulation of the project and their means of verification must be stated.  They must be repeated in section VI. 
III. Organization, FUNCTIONS AND BACKGROUND OF THE research group
