a) Approval of the Ethics Committee of the institution for those proposals involving human studies or genetic manipulation. Besides, the project must include a copy of the informed consent document to be delivered to individuals who participate in this research. CONICYT reserves its right to collect directly an independent ethic statement, in cases it considers appropriate.
b) Approval of the Bioethics Committee of the sponsoring institution for those projects that involve animal testing. 
c) Approval of the competent authorities for those projects that consider the introduction to Chile of plants, animals or fungi. 
d) In those proposals that handle pathogens for humans, animals or plants, recombinant DNA and / or radioisotopes, or other risk factors should consider, at least, the biosecurity measures available at the "Standards for Biosafety Manual" of CONICYT, edited on 2008, which can be requested at PIA´s Direction. A certificate issued by the Biosafety Committee of the sponsoring institution must be attached to the project, or else a based letter that indicates the actions to be taken according to the specifications of the Manual.
In the cases that the proposal should enclose certifications issued by Ethics and Bioethics Committees, CONICYT reserves its right to request additional reports from other institutions it considers appropriate.
